Howdy Folks, 

 

I pledge allegiance to the flag of the United States of America, and to the Republic for which it stands, one 

Nation under God, indivisible , with liberty and justice for all. Please note that there is no comma after the 

words “one nation.” The phrase is “One Nation Under God.” 

 

Some of us American Legionnaires at Bennington Post 13 have developed a Flag Etiquette Program that we 

take to the elementary schools in Bennington County. Our goal is to teach our young ones how to honor the 

flag, how to display our flag and give them some history about our flag. We quiz the students to see how 

much they know about Old Glory. It is surprising how much they do not know. Some schools assign a 

Teacher to be the flag advocate, most do not. Some schools have the students raise the flag each morning, 

some do not. One thing we often observe is that when reciting the Pledge of the Allegiance, many pause after 

the words, “one nation”, then they say under God. We make it a point to correct them on this mistake. 

 

Another misunderstanding on part of some, including adults, is that they think they are worshiping the flag 

when saying the Pledge of the Allegiance. Wrong!! We worship God. We honor the flag and recognize it as 

the representation of our country and those who served and are serving in the military. It especially reminds 

us of those who made the supreme sacrifice to insure the freedoms we take for granted. 

 

Maybe we should encourage our own Flag Etiquette Program here at the Veterans’ Home. We can do it at 

least in the Chapel to lead off our worship services by honoring our Flag. Your thoughts? 

 

The American Legion motto is “For God and Country.” We start all meetings and conferences by invoking 

the blessings of the one ever loving and true God.
